Export Promotion Council for Handicrafts (EPCH) is a non -profit 

organisation established in the year 1986 with an object to promote, 

support, protect, maintain and increase the export of handicrafts. It is 

an apex body representing Indian Handicrafts manufacturers & 

exporters. EPCH facilitates its over 10000 registered members to 

customise and offer unique styles and quality products to the global 

sourcing community. The Council provides comprehensive 

information about the sector to International buyers and ensures 

optimal interface between the Indian handicrafts industry and 

international buyers to facilitate business. The Council with its 

Headquarters in New Delhi; has representative offices in Mumbai, 

Kolkata, Bengaluru, Saharanpur, Jaipur, Jodhpur, Agra, Guwahati and 

Moradabad besides Narsapur. 

Indian Handicrafts sector engages more than 7 mill ion craftsperson 

from all over India and numerous categories of handicrafts, gifts and 

decorative items are produced for various forms of raw material.  The 

Indian handicrafts have great potentiality of exports in International 

market.  The design development, technological upgradation and 

innovation being undertaken in the sector at the production level with 

the efforts through the schemes of Office of DC (Handicrafts) as well 

as vigorous efforts by the EPCH in craft clusters have made the Indian 

products competitive in International market as compare to 

competitors.   
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EPCH is actively involved in development and export promotion of 

handicrafts through activities like skill development, design support, 

infrastructure development and provides marketing oppor tunities 

through participation in fairs and exhibitions. As a result of the same, 

the exports is witnessing increasing trend in previous years. Amongst 

other activity, IHGF Delhi Fair is EPCHõs flagship event, held 

biannually i.e. Spring & Autumn editions;  it is now worldõs biggest 

handicrafts show of Home, Lifestyle, and Fashion & Textiles.      

Among its cluster development projects , EPCH has undertaken an 

aggressive technology support drive by setting ðup of Common 

Facility Centres &  Photo framing Technology Centre at Saharanpur 

and Jodhpur, Technology Upgradation Centre at Saharanpur , 

International Lace Trade Centre at Narsapur, Resource Centre at 

Moradabad etc. to name a few. 
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About Jodhpur Handicrafts Industry  

Jodhpur is the second largest city  in the Indian  state of Rajasthan. After 

its population crossed a million, it has been declared as the second 

'Metropolitan City' of Rajasthan. It was formerly the seat of a  princely 

state of the same name, the capital of the kingdom known as Marwar. 

Jodhpur is a popular tourist destination, featuring 

many palaces, forts and temples, set in the stark landscape of the Thar 

desert. 

 

The city is known as the "Sun City" for the bright, sunny weather it 

enjoys all the year round. It is also referred to as the "Blue City" due to 

the vivid blue -painted houses around the Mehrangarh Fort. The old city 

circles the fort and is bounded by a wall with several gates. However, 

the city has expanded greatly outside the wall over the past several 

decades. Jodhpur lies near the geographic centre of Rajasthan state, 

which makes it a convenient base for travel in a region much frequented 

by tourists.  

 

The Handicrafts  industry has in recent years eclipsed all other industries 

in the city. By some estimates, the furniture export segment is a $200 

million industry, directly or indirectly employing as many as 200,000 

people. Other items manufactured include textiles, metal utensils, 

bicycles, ink and sporting goods. A flourishing cottage industry exists 

for the manufacture of such items as glass bangles, cutlery, carpets and 

marble products. After handicrafts, tourism is the second largest 

industry of Jodhpur.  
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More than 1000 units of handicrafts are functional in Jodhpur and large 

number of artisans, entrepreneurs, manufacturers and exporters are 

engaged for their livelihood.  The major crafts being practiced in 

Jodhpur are wood work, Mojari, Dabu, Bhandaj, Mother of Pearl work, 

Bone & Horn work, Musical instruments, Wrought Iron work, Panja 

Dhurrie weaving, Pattu weaving, Terracotta and  Pottery and utensil 

making.  The export of handicrafts which was Rs. 17,288 crores from 

Rajasthan in 2006-07, the exports from Jodhpur was of the order of Rs. 

2641.25 crores.  From the year 2007-08, the exports was decreased as it 

was Rs. 2412.36 crores in 2007-08 and in 2010-11, it decreased to 1860.75 

crores.  The efforts taken by Council by increasing marketing activities 

both in India and abroad and increased participation of the exporters in 

Exhibitions abroad as well as in India and holding of produc t specific 

shows such as Indian furniture show, the increase in exports during 

2011-12 was observed as it rose to Rs. 2287.96 crores and in 2012-13 it 

rose to 3171.70 crores. 
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About Mega Cluster ð Market Promotion Activities  
 

The Government of India has identified Jodhpur and adjoining areas of Barmer as 

one of the Mega Clusters to be implemented under the òComprehensive Handicrafts 

Cluster Development Schemeó (CHCDS) of the Ministry of Textiles. Based on the 

core competitive parameters of the cluster, the scheme aims to provide an inclusive 

model of development by scaling up infrastructure and strengthening the value 

chain and building the capacities of the various cluster stakeholders.
